Explain what the symbol represents and, if possible, identify what place the symbols might be connected to (i.e. Harp on shield – Ireland).

The current Canadian coat of arms was adopted in 1921. Although this is after Canada became a country (1867), it is before 1931, the year Canada received "independent nation" status from Britain. Considering this information, respond to the following questions.

 To what extent is the Canadian coat of arms Eurocentric? Explain.
