· Students must identify five important aspects of their identity and explain to the class how these aspects are connected or influenced by globalization

· Students must identify five collectives to which they belong and how these collectives are connected or influenced by globalization.
· Slides must include text, pictures, graphics, transitions and will be presented to the class.
· Slides may include short audio or video clips and hyperlinks
